Another person who's does
art besides his job as a profes-
sor is Hermon Carduz. While
he's the director of Leaders'
Choice Art Gallery, he’s also
the head of department of
French at St. Joseph’s College.
He says that his students find
it as a stress buster, visiting his
gallery “Once, one of my stu-
dents, who had suicidal
thoughts, came to the art
gallery for help. As I was busy
then, I asked her to take a shroll
inside the art gallery. After

“Art is meant to express rather than
impress, says multifaceted Tiruchi-based
artist and teacher Hermon Carduz”

Soft skill coach, artist, musician,
French teacher, author, dancer; these are just a few
words that can be used to describe Hermon Carduz.
The brain behind Leader’s Choice Soft Skill Training
Club in Tiruchi, Hermon offers lessons in spoken
English, personality development, public speaking,
guitar and painting. Though Hermon has been
imparting soft skills to students for 13 years, he
incorporated his activities under the banner Leader’s
Choice just six months ago.

Why ‘Leader’s Choice’? “Our focus
is leadership training, since we believe in creating
leaders. We inculcate the principles of leadership to
our students. I believe that a good leader always
creates more leaders, not followers,” he explains.
Expressing concern over the fact that many
youngsters in Tiruchi struggle to communicate and
express their thoughts in English, he attributes it to
the fact that they are not trained enough. “Every
college is taking measures to develop theory and
practical ability in subjects. But sadly, there just isn’t
enough coaching in English language. This proves to
be major drawback for the students here,” he adds.
So, what made him choose this field? Hermon
recounts his experience 15 years ago, of attending a
personality  development workshop by Mr.
Ramamoorthy from Madurai Kamaraj University.
“Soon, I began taking classes in personality
development for my classmates and friends. Then I
moved on to different organizations like National
Service Scheme (NSS), Rotary and so on, ” he says.
Today Hermon is invited by colleges, schools and
corporate companies to share his expertise. Herman
is also the proprietor of Leader’s Choice Art Gallery.

A self-taught artist, he has created
more than 200 works of art . It was during a chance
visit to an art gallery in Bangalore that he was first
struck by art. Looking at the costly works on display
there, which seemed easy to create, he decided to try
it himself. “Under the guidance and support of artist
Arul Devan and advice from professors of Kamaraj
University, I started off by creating replicas of the
works of prominent artists.

I did an extensive online study about the art of Pablo
Picasso and Salvador Dali among others to learn
techniques and tips,” he said. Hermon uses acrylic on
canvas and oil on canvas, and techniques like palette
knife finish, brush finish, sponge and mixed media to
create his art. “Only a sound mind which can think of
service above self can create a good piece of art. The
true element of a painting is the thought process that
goes behind it,” he says, explaining what makes for a
good composition. “To me art is to express, not to
impress. How it is expressed, depends on the artist,”
he adds, while stating that his focus is in the creation
of inspirational art.

He derives his inspiration through
prayer, from his students and family as well. Holding
a Masters degree in French, Hermon also teaches
French in a private school, guitar classes in the
evening during weekdays and painting during
weekends. It was due to his French classes that
Hermon developed an interest in playing the guitar.
He learnt to play the instrument from a student and
soon started playing Christian devotional songs. He
has also written lyrics for several personal
compositions. What’s more, he is due to release two
inspirational music albums and is authoring a set of
inspirational books. He also teaches special children
the basics of painting. He is donating a part of the
proceeds from his gallery and classes to help
underprivileged children. About his future plans, he
says: “I plan to take online seminars and classes, in
order to raise more funds to help the children.”

“Christmas season is always good to get something new into your heart.” Hermon Carduz told The Hindu.
“The Book of Proverbs is from the advice of King Solomon. it conveys guidelines about how Man should live. The verse
that started me off on this year's venture was "My child, pay attention to what your father and mother tell you. Their
teaching will improve your character as a handsome turban or a neckiace improves your appearance.’ (1:8). We wanted
this particular thought to be illustrated so that young children wouid clearly understand the message. That's how the first
painting came about.™ Some 15-20 paintings by Carduz are based on the Book of Proverbs. The "Colours of Life’ section
explores the message that colour combinations convey.

For the first tme, the artist, who also multitasks as a teacher of architectural drawing, French and guitar
music, besides being a soft skils trainer in colleges, has collaborated with Lakshanyaa, a Class 8 student of Alpha
Cambnidge International School whose work shows immense promise. Carduz’s preferred medium this year is quid
acrylic paints on canvas, using the palette knife. "It was quite tough to work with iquid acryfic, because the paint tends to
dry within 5 minutes, and the palette knife is normally used for paste-work. Most of the canvases had to be finished in 40
minutes,” said Carduz. Lakshanyaa's 10 paintings, have vanous interpretations of saling ships and nature scenes, using
acrylic paints on canvas with sponging technigue. But she has a higher purpose in exhibiting her artwork. | am blessed by
God to have food on my table every day. But there are many chidren who are going hungry. Every year, for my birthday, |
feed poor people. with my parents’ help. This year, | want to sell my paintings to sponsor at least one meal for 50
orphaned children.” she said. Her work is priced from Rs. 500 to Rs. 4000, and the young artist, who has been attending
formal classes only for a little over one year, has managed to sell four paintings already. Lakshanyaa said it was important
for iIndans to respect and preserve native art forms. “We tend to look down at our work, while adminng foreign artists. But
| think we should work harder to appreciate our own forms of art techniques,” she s3id. Leader’'s Choice will host a

exhibition for students next year, said Carduz. “We are also planning an exhibition of works by 20-25 school
pleasantly surprised o see thesr children’s talent in art. Art could be a common meeting ground for families growing apart
due to the pressure of studies.” With Tnchy socely in need of public spaces that encourage art appreciation, the future will
have to be interactve, said Carduz. "An art galery’s use of technology will definitely be different from what is used in
schools. The city has to come up with more gallenes that can explain art through audio-visual presentations. 'Book of
Proverbs and Colours of Life’ is on until January 2, 2017, from 10am.to 1 pm.; 5 p.m. to © p.m. Entry is free.

Art-cum-sales exhibition at Leader's Choice Gallery. Interesting perspectives and unusual colours
come to the fore at the ongoing Christian art exhibition-cum-sale being held at Leader's Choice Gallery. Featuring
the work of Hermon Carduz, and inaugurated on Friday by Father James Selvanathan, the three display spaces
in the Thillai Nagar gallery have nearly 60 paintings on Christian themes in keeping with the spirit of the festival
season.

“Most of these paintings are inspired by verses from the Bible.” Mr. Carduz told The Hindu. The artist, who also
multitasks as a teacher of architectural drawing. French, Latin salsa and guitar music, besides being a soft skills
frainer in colleges, has been working on the expo for the past four months, sometimes for as many as 10 hours
every day. The result is an impressive mix of styles and depictions of fraditional themes from a new angle. ‘Jesus
Praying in the Garden of Gethsemane’, for instance, gets an abstract makeover vith a bent profile of the
agonised prophet drenched in a blend of greens, ochre, and blues that invites a second look. The crucifix is a
leitmotif in the artwork, with an imagination of how the picture may have looked from an aerial view. Another
painting focuses on the nailed foot of the prophet, with myriad shades of red and maroon highlighting the blood of
Jesus. °l prefer to work with acrylic paints on canvas,” Mr. Carduz said. Another visually arresting display is a set
of stencilled paintings of Jesus Christ executed in a pop-art style that recall Andy Warhol's silk-screen diptych of
Marilyn Monroe’s publicity porirait. While a few signature pieces are displayed as friptychs, Mr. Carduz said
buyers could not be expected to purchase them in the same form. as “art is a luxury for most people in Trichy.”
Paintings at the show start from Rs.475 and go up to an ‘investment art’ price of Rs.4, 000 and above.

The 10-day show is on until January 4, 2015.

“Mother Teresa was canonised (recognised by the church as a saint) on September 4, 2016, and the exhibition
tries to illustrate the ideas that formed the basis of her work through various techniques. While many of the
paintings rely on plain portraiture, there are others that use pop art and symbolism to convey the contemporary
resonance of Mother Teresa’s ethos. Significantly, none of the works are being put up for sale, though the
organisers are open fo queries from serious art collectors. Besides the official contributors to the show, local
artists are being allowed to display their paintings of Mother Teresa as well. “We have two women artists — John
Bosco Mary and Abi — whose realistic portraits of the Mother are on show. We are planning to introduce new
work every day,” says Mr Carduz. The exhibition also has a small selection of the missionary’s personal effects,
and correspondence related to her beatification. Copies of a biography of anecdotes about Mother

Teresa in Tamil by Dr Xavier Antony SJ, are also on sale. The True Spirit of Service is on from 5pm fo 9pm and
is scheduled to end on March 20.
